Reading - Class text: The Butterfly Lion (Michael Morpurgo)

In Year 3, we expect the children to read at least 3 times a week at home and record this in

their organisers.

While listening to your child read, you could also ask questions about something they may
have seen or heard to improve their comprehension skills. For example: ‘What does that word
mean?’; ‘Can you summarise what you’ve just read in 10-15 words?’; ‘What might happen
next?’; ‘How is the character feelings? ‘Why did they just do/say that?’.

Total reads are counted and the class will earn a treat once they have reached 1,000 reads.

Spellings
Children will continue to receive a set of spellings each week, it is important that children

bring their organisers to school each day so that they have their spelling lists with them
during practice time.
The spellings will be stuck into organisers on Fridays.
Each Friday, there will also be a test of the week’s spellings and every half term we will test
children on around 15 words linked to the spelling rules we have learnt over the half term. If
your child learns them quickly, please practise putting the words into sentences.




Times Tables - How can | support my child in maths?
By the end of Year 3 ALL children are expected to know all of their 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 & 10 times
tables. Times tables underpin so many areas of maths (primary & secondary) as well as life in

general, so it is vital children practise and become fluent at answering these.

DoodleMaths
DoodleMaths also forms part of your child’s homework. This is because it sets questions base
upon your child’s abilities and mathematical knowledge as well as ensuring children regular
reflect and revisit topics in maths that have been covered previously - improving recall and
deepening understanding of that topic.
